Penitential procession as reconciliation for the betrayal of the Catholic hierarchy,
especially for the betrayal of Archbishop Kondrusiewicz

The Byzantine Catholic Patriarchate calls on all sincere Catholics in Belarus, but also on all people of good will, to take part in a penitential procession to atone for the betrayal of the Catholic Church hierarchy headed by Archbishop Kondrusiewicz. These hierarchs have manipulated sincere Catholics and young people to take an active part in a coup d’état that would result in the satanization of Belarus. Let the penitential procession take the same route as the so-called Way of the Cross to avert the curse which the latter has brought down on the capital and on the Belarusian nation.
