The Eighth Pan-Orthodox Council – suicidium

Part 2

Analysis of the published document “Relations of the Orthodox Church with the Rest of the Christian World”:
Quote (Art.1): “The Orthodox Church, being the One, Holy Catholic and Apostolic Church, in her profound ecclesiastical consciousness firmly believes that she occupies a central place in matters relating to the promotion of Christian unity within the contemporary world.”
Response: This is not a matter of Christian unity but rather of unity with the apostasy of the Vatican which has brought down on itself God’s anathema. Why is the Orthodox Church today seeking to establish unity with the Vatican if the Vatican has betrayed the teaching of the Gospel, the Apostles and the Holy Tradition? Moreover, the Vatican promotes neopaganism through interreligious dialogue! Supposing the Orthodox Church is paving the way of this pseudo unity, it is not a unity on the basis of orthodoxy but on the basis of heresies, which is the way to destruction and the end of the Orthodox Church.
Quote (Art.2): “The Orthodox Church grounds her unity on the fact that she was founded by Our Lord Jesus Christ, as well as on the communion in the Holy Trinity and in the Sacraments. This unity is manifested through the apostolic succession and the patristic tradition and to this day is lived within her. It is the mission and duty of the Orthodox Church to transmit and proclaim the truth, in all its fullness, contained in the Holy Scripture and the Holy Tradition, the truth which gives to the Church her catholic character.”
Response: It is manipulation – under the guise of orthodoxy they pursue their aim to unite the Orthodox Church with the leadership of the apostate Catholic Church. After Vatican II, the Vatican, proclaiming heresies and syncretism with paganism, has denied the apostolic foundation. This apostolic foundation is the same for both the Catholic and the Orthodox Church. To unite with the apostate teaching of the Catholic Church today is a betrayal of the apostolic teaching and of the Church established by Our Lord Jesus Christ. It means to accept the spirit of heresy, the spirit of apostasy and the spirit of the New Age. The Catholic leadership promotes interreligious dialogue and proclaims heresies denying the Divinity of Christ, His real Resurrection, His redemptive death on the cross (Archbp. Zollitsch) as well as the very divine inspiration of Scripture. Preparatory documents of a true Pan-Orthodox Council should point out the apostasy of the Vatican and call on them to repent! But the Council is doing the exact opposite. It betrays its own identity and embraces a heretical one, the same as was embraced by the Catholic Church in the period after the Second Vatican Council. The Council’s preparatory documents surreptitiously use the term “catholic character” in a positive sense so as to deaden the people to the apostasy of the Catholic Church and on the contrary to arouse their sympathy leading to unity with heresies.
Quote (Art.4): “The Orthodox Church … unceasingly prays ‘for the union of all’ … has always fought for the restoration of Christian unity. Therefore, the Orthodox participation in the movement for the restoration of Christian unity does not run counter to the nature and history of the Orthodox Church.”
Response: In reality, the Orthodox Church has always been in opposition to the Catholic Church, which has striven to bring her under Catholic rule. The authors of the document distort the 1000-year history since the division of the Church into Western and Eastern. The Orthodox Church has resisted throughout the period since so as to remain independent from Roman jurisdiction and thus to preserve her liturgical and pastoral tradition against Latinization and territorial interests. At the present time, this distance is existentially important for the sake of protection against the heretical infection of the Vatican, and hence against NWO globalization. To use the argument of “restoration of Christian unity” in this situation is hypocrisy!
Conclusion: The Council scheduled for 19 June 2016 is a real suicide of the Orthodox Church. The only solution is deposition of Patriarch Kirill, whom God has deprived of the grace of the Holy Spirit by reason of his heresies. Consequently, the Moscow Patriarchate must not only boycott the heretical Council but do everything in their power to cancel it. This is now their primary responsibility before God, before the Church and before the Russian nation!
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
