Part 6: Liquidation documents from Strasbourg II
Memorandum of the antichrist
The Pan-Orthodox Council is scheduled for 19 June 2016. The Council is part of the plan of supranational globalists and is used by them to destroy the Orthodox faith in Greece as well as the spiritual centre of Orthodoxy, the Holy Mount Athos.

Memorandum in the sphere of the Church
Art.1A: Worship service reform (involves time and schedule). Winter season: Sunday worship service 10:00-11:30am. Summer season: worship service 7:30-9:00pm. The reform will begin from 17 October 2017.
1B: Removal of iconostases from the churches (from 26 October 2017)
1C: Introduction of Renaissance icons – the substitution of the Byzantine mentality (from 1 March 2017)
1D: Introduction of musical instruments into the churches (from 1 March 2017)
Art.2A: Cancellation of the compulsory wearing of a cassock or habit outside the church (from 15 August 2017)
2B: Abandonment of the full beard and long hair among the clergy (from 1 May 2017)
Art.3: Cancellation of vigils in the churches and monasteries (from 14 August 2018)
Art.4: Deletion of those saints who were anti-Semites (from 15 August 2016)
Art.5: Establishment of an antiracist trend in sermons for all the clergy (from 15 September 2016)
Art.6: Removal of anti-Semitic chants from all Christian churches (from 16 September 2016)
Art.7A: Abolition of the tradition of Matins (Morning Prayer) in the Christian Orthodox churches (from 16 September 2016)
7B: New liturgical order in all Christian Churches (from 16 September 2017)
7C: Establishment of days of environment on 5 June and 21 December, dedicated to Mother Earth, and on 14 April. The beginning of the reform: 20 September 2016
7D: Establishment of the feast of the Jewish Holocaust, including special rituals, for all Christian Churches. The feast shall be celebrated three times a year, especially on 27 January, 21 April and the First Sunday after Easter (St Thomas Sunday). The beginning of the reform: 1 July 2016
7E: Cancellation of all the National Feasts of all Christian Churches (from 15 July 2017)
The Council which is to ratify the suicidal Strasbourg Memorandum must be viewed from the perspective of the tragic experience of the Second Vatican Council (1962-65). Liturgical changes deflected attention away from the essence, i.e. repentance. The priests and the altars were turned to face the people, the tabernacles were removed to the side chapel. Statues and pictures of saints were removed from the churches. The churches were modified in the style of the Protestant houses of worship. The Second Vatican Council opened the door to the heresy of the historical-critical method (neo-Modernism) which questions the fundamental truths of the faith: Christ’s redemptive death on the cross, His real and historical Resurrection and the very inspiration of the Holy Scripture. The Council adopted the Nostra Aetate declaration on so-called reverence for other religions, de facto for their demons. This was the foundation of interreligious dialogue.
During their meeting in Cuba on 12 February 2016, the Pope and the Patriarch of Moscow signed a joint declaration. One of its points laid out the unconditional need for interreligious dialogue. This is a betrayal of Christ and of the Orthodox Church! It is another argument confirming the multiple anathema placed on pseudo Pope Francis and Patriarch Kirill. The document falsely presents interreligious dialogue as a means to eliminate the suffering in the Middle East and everywhere where Christians suffer. And this is a great deceit! The fruit of interreligious dialogue has never been peace but the loss of Christian identity and the pagan invasion of Christian territories. That is what we are witnessing today in the “Catholic” West.
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
