Archimandrite Methodios from Athos under an anathema
A) After the close of the pseudo Council in Crete, five monks of the Serbian Monastery of Hilandar on Athos voiced a rightful protest.
Quote of the monks: “The pseudo Council in Crete “adopted” ecumenism as doctrine of the Orthodox Church…”
Response: Ecumenism rejects orthodoxy and true repentance, without which there is no unity in Christ (cf. Jn 17:20-21); it is a betrayal of Christ – spiritual suicide. Today, ecumenism promotes so-called interreligious dialogue based on reverence for pagan gods – demons (cf. Vatican II). This is disregard and betrayal of the Most Holy Triune God! To have ecumenism with the Vatican at the present time means to adopt all its heresies. These heresies deny the redemptive death of Christ on the cross as the only way to salvation, the real and historical Resurrection of Christ, and even the Divine inspiration of the Scripture.
Quote of the monks: “…so in the aftermath, we cannot attend the liturgies or receive the sacraments in the places where the heresiarch Bartholomew is mentioned, because he promoted this heresy.”
Response: Every Orthodox monk, priest, bishop and believer ought to assume such attitude of orthodoxy. If not, it may be out of ignorance. However, if they have consciously established unity with heresy, they have thus brought down God’s anathema on themselves. If they die unrepentant, they will be eternally condemned. They have excluded themselves from the Church of Christ.
Quotes from the press: On 5 July 2016, Archimandrite Methodios imposed unjust punishments on the monks. They had to leave the Monastery of Hilandar by Sunday, 10 July. They have been deprived of Greek citizenship and their names have been deleted from the monastic registry (monachologion).
Response: The heretical Archimandrite Methodios, who forced the monks to leave and removed their names from the monachologion, erased his name from the Book of Life thereby. Unless he repents, “the second death – the lake of fire – is in store for him” (cf. Rev 20:15).
B) Two essential questions:
1) Is the Council of Crete valid or invalid?
Answer: It is invalid by reason of the heresies of so-called ecumenism.
It is also invalid because it openly uttered a heresy: “one religion must not predominate over the other ones”. It thus placed our salvation, obtained for us by the Son of God on the cross, on a level with pagan cults which worship demons. This is haeresis maxima.
Furthermore, the pseudo Council promotes so-called elimination of discrimination, which nowadays means approval of homosexual immorality and all sexual deviations.
Using the phrase elimination of fanaticism, the pseudo Council legalizes penalization and expulsion of orthodox monks, priests and believers. A precedent has already been established by the heretic Archimandrite Methodios.
2) Did Patriarch Bartholomew bring down an anathema on himself by initiating and confirming the pseudo Council?
He did! (see Rule 15 of the First-and-Second Council of Constantinople) An anathema was already declared on him before, by reason of heresies, too, acc. Gal 1:8-9. He holds the office illegitimately and if anyone mentions his name in the liturgy, he is in unity with his apostasy and is thus under God’s curse as well.
C) Publication of anathema: By reason of a gesture of betrayal of the faith and unity with heresies, we hereby make public the anathema against Archimandrite Methodios of the Monastery of Hilandar, acc. Gal 1:8-9. If he does not repent and dies in impenitence, he will be eternally condemned.
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
