Eucharistic Congress in Hungary?
Dear Bishops of Hungary,

in a letter of 29 April 2021, the Byzantine Catholic Patriarchate (BCP) asked you to cancel the Eucharistic Congress scheduled for 5-12 September 2021, and hence also the planned visit by pseudo Pope Bergoglio.
